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Yazim Yonergeleri / Author Guidelines

1. Beytulbikme bilimsel hakemli bir felsefe dergisi olup Mart, Haziran, Eylil ve Aralik
aylarinda olmak iizere yilda dért kez yaymlanir. Derginin yayin dili Tirkge ve
Ingilizcedir. (Beytulhikme is a refereed peer-reviewed philosophical journal of which is
published quarterly, in March, June, September and December. The official languages
of the journal are Turkish and English.)

2. Beytulbikme akademik makalelerin yami sira felsefe alanindaki akademik etkinlik,
soylesi, kitap ve makale degerlendirmesi ve elestiri yazilarmna da, maksimum 6oo ile
1000 kelime arasi olmak kaydiyla, yer verir. (Beytulbskme also publishes academic
activities, interviews, reviews of book and paper and critical papers beside academic
papers as long as they are between 600 and 1000 words.)

3. Beytulbikme ceviri makalelere de yer verir. gevirisi yapilacak makalenin yazari, tarihi,
nerede yayimlandigy, cildi, sayist ve sayfast gibi kiinye bilgileri eksiksiz belirtilmeli ve
eger telif korumasi kapsamindan ¢ikmamugsa yayim izni alinmus olmalidir. (Beytulbikme
also publishes translations. All translations should include the name of the original
paper, its writer, its date, its place of publication, information about the journal in
which it is published and the consent of the original publisher if it is still under the
copyright protection.)

4. Dergiye gonderilen yazilar 150 kelimeyi gegmeyecek bir Tiirkge ve Ingilizce baslik ve
ozet icermelidir. Yazilarda konuyu tanimlayan Tirkge ve Ingilizce uygun anahtar
kelimeler bulunmalidir. Yazilar 7000 kelimeyi gegmemeli, A4 kagidinin bir yiiziine ¢ift
aralikly, sol 4,5 cm., iist 4,5 cm., alt 3,5 cm. ve sag marj 4,5 cm. birakilarak yazilmalidir.
Yazilarda kullanilan kaynaklar makale sonunda kaynakga listesi olarak APA formatinda
verilmis olmalidir. (All papers should contain a 150 words abstract both in Turkish and

English. They should contain keywords in Turkish and English. Papers should not
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exceed 7000 words, with a double space interlining, with margins left 4.5 cm, up 5 cm,
down 3,5 cm and right 4,5 cm. References and bibliography should be given at the end
of the paper in APA Style.)

5. Dergiye yaymlanmak tizere gonderilen yazilar en az iki hakem tarafindan
degerlendirilir. Dergide kor hakemlik sistemi uygulandigindan gonderilen yazilarmn
isimsiz olmak {izere Makale Takip Sistemi tizerinden online olarak goénderilmesi
gerekir. (Each paper sent for publication is evaluated by at least two referees. Since

there is a blind review process, papers must be sent online without name of the author,
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by Manuscript tracking System.)

6. Yaz i¢inde grafik veya resim varsa maksimum 1ox20 ebatinda ve ayri bir dosya olarak
jpeg veya jpg formatinda gonderilmelidir. (Any picture or graphics in the paper should
be sent separately as a jpg file and should be maksimum 10x20 cm. in size.)

7. Yayin Kurulu, yazilarin yayimlanmasma veya yayimlanmamasina karar verme yetkisine
sahiptir. Yazilardaki fikirlerin her tiirlii yasal sorumlulugu yazara aittir. Yayumlanan
yazilarin tim haklar1 Beytulbikme dergisine aittir. Kaynak gosterilmek sartiyla alinti
yapilabilir. (Editorial Board is fully authorized about whether to publish or not to
publish the paper. The author is fully responsible for the ideas in the paper. All rights
of the published papers belong to Beytulbikme. The author of the paper should be cited

for any citations from the paper.)
